And, although coach and general manager
Tom Coughlin had gotten off to a bad start with the team members, he was an important contributor
because he judged players solely on their ability and drive and not on their press clippings,



according to the authors. In his first year, Coughlin's coaching reflected more of his college than his
pro background: gradually he relaxed many of his rules, and the team was better for it. Most
amazing was the record, since, after 11 games, it stood at 4-7; then came five straight wins in the
regular season and play-off victories against highly favored Buffalo and Denver.
