OvVervIEw ofF CRIME RATES IN Mesa, AZ

THE CRIME STATISTICS MESA AZ REVEAL A COMPLEX PICTURE OF PUBLIC SAFETY THAT REFLECTS BOTH CHALLENGES AND
IMPROVEMENTS OVER TIME. MESA, AS A POPULOUS CITY WITHIN THE PHOENIX METROPOLITAN AREA, EXPERIENCES VARIOUS
TYPES OF CRIMINAL ACTIVITY, RANGING FROM PROPERTY CRIMES TO VIOLENT OFFENSES. ACCORDING TO RECENT FBI UNIFORM
CriME RePoRTING (UCR) DATA AND LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT RECORDS, MESA’S OVERALL CRIME RATE HAS SEEN
FLUCTUATIONS INFLUENCED BY ECONOMIC, SOCIAL, AND POLICING FACTORS.

W/HEN COMPARED TO NATIONAL AVERAGES, MESA’S CRIME RATES GENERALLY ALIGN WITH OTHER SIMILAR-SIZED URBAN AREAS,
THOUGH CERTAIN CRIME CATEGORIES MAY BE HIGHER OR LOWER DEPENDING ON LOCAL CONDITIONS. IT IS IMPORTANT TO ANALYZE
THESE STATISTICS IN CONTEXT, CONSIDERING MEeSA’S DEMOGRAPHIC DIVERSITY, ECONOMIC GROWTH, AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT.
PUBLIC SAFETY OFFICIALS CONTINUOUSLY MONITOR THESE CRIME RATES TO IMPLEMENT STRATEGIC INTERVENTIONS.

CrIME RATE METRICS

CRIME RATES ARE TYPICALLY MEASURED PER 100,000 RESIDENTS TO ALLOW FOR STANDARDIZED COMPARISON ACROSS CITIES
AND STATES. MESA’S CRIME RATE INCLUDES DATA ON:

® VIOLENT CRIMES: HOMICIDE, ASSAULT, ROBBERY, AND SEXUAL OFFENSES

THE CRIME STATISTICS MESA AZ OFFER REFLECT CHANGES IN THESE CATEGORIES OVER RECENT YEARS, HELPING TRACK
IMPROVEMENTS OR EMERGING CONCERNS.



Types oF CRIMES REPORTED

UNDERSTANDING THE TYPES OF CRIMES REPORTED IN MESA IS ESSENTIAL FOR GRASPING THE OVERALL SAFETY ENVIRONMENT. THE
CITY EXPERIENCES A RANGE OF OFFENSES, WITH SOME BEING MORE PREVALENT THAN OTHERS.

VIoLeNT CRIMES

VIOLENT CRIMES IN MESA ENCOMPASS OFFENSES THAT INVOLVE FORCE OR THREAT AGAINST INDIVIDUALS. THESE INCLUDE
AGGRAVATED ASSAULT, ROBBERY, SEXUAL ASSAULT, AND HOMICIDE. THE CRIME STATISTICS MESA AZ INDICATE THAT WHILE
VIOLENT CRIMES CONSTITUTE A SMALLER PROPORTION OF TOTAL CRIMES, THEY RECEIVE SIGNIFICANT ATTENTION DUE TO THEIR
SERIOUS IMPACT ON VICTIMS AND COMMUNITY SAFETY.

ProPERTY CRIMES

PROPERTY CRIMES REPRESENT THE MAJORITY OF REPORTED OFFENSES IN MESA. THESE CRIMES INVOLVE ILLEGAL ACQUISITION OR
DAMAGE TO PROPERTY WITHOUT DIRECT HARM TO INDIVIDUALS. COMMON PROPERTY CRIMES INCLUDE:

® BURGLARY — UNLAWFUL ENTRY INTO A BUILDING WITH INTENT TO COMMIT THEFT OR ANOTHER FELONY
® | ARCENY-THEFT — THEFT OF PERSONAL PROPERTY WITHOUT BREAKING AND ENTERING
® MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT — STEALING OR ATTEMPTING TO STEAL VEHICLES

¢ ARSON — INTENTIONAL BURNING OF PROPERTY

THE CRIME STATISTICS MESA AZ SHOW THAT PROPERTY CRIMES OFTEN FLUCTUATE WITH ECONOMIC CONDITIONS AND POLICING
STRATEGIES.

DruUG-ReLATED AND OTHER CRIMES

DRUG OFFENSES AND RELATED CRIMES ALSO CONTRIBUTE TO MESA’S CRIME PROFILE. THESE INCLUDE POSSESSION, DISTRIBUTION,
AND MANUFACTURING OF CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES. ADDITIONALLY/ DISORDERLY CONDUCT, VANDALISM, AND OTHER MINOR
OFFENSES APPEAR REGULARLY IN CRIME REPORTS, INFLUENCING THE CITY’S OVERALL SAFETY PERCEPTION.

CRrRIME TRENDS AND PATTERNS

EXAMINING CRIME TRENDS OVER TIME PROVIDES VALUABLE INSIGHTS INTO WHETHER SAFETY IS IMPROVING OR DETERIORATING IN
MeSA. THE CRIME STATISTICS MESA AZ REVEAL VARYING TRENDS DEPENDING ON CRIME CATEGORIES AND EXTERNAL FACTORS
SUCH AS ECONOMIC SHIFTS, POPULATION GROWTH, AND LA ENFORCEMENT TACTICS.

ReCeNT TRENDS IN VIOLENT CRIME

RECENT YEARS HAVE SHOWN MIXED TRENDS IN VIOLENT CRIME RATES IN MESA. SOME CATEGORIES, LIKE AGGRAVATED ASSAULT,
HAVE EXPERIENCED SLIGHT INCREASES, WHILE OTHERS, INCLUDING HOMICIDE RATES, HAVE REMAINED RELATIVELY STABLE OR
DECLINED. THESE PATTERNS ARE OFTEN INFLUENCED BY TARGETED POLICING EFFORTS AND SOCIAL PROGRAMS AIMED AT REDUCING
VIOLENT ENCOUNTERS.



ProPERTY CRIME TRENDS

PROPERTY CRIMES IN MESA HAVE SEEN GRADUAL DECLINES IN SOME AREAS, PARTICULARLY MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT AND
BURGLARY, ATTRIBUTABLE TO ENHANCED COMMUNITY POLICING AND TECHNOLOGICAL MEASURES SUCH AS SURVEILLANCE
SYSTEMS. HO\X/EVER/ LARCENY-THEFT REMAINS A COMMON ISSUE, OFTEN LINKED TO OPPORTUNISTIC THEFTS IN RESIDENTIAL AND
COMMERCIAL ZONES.

SEASONAL AND GEOGRAPHIC PATTERNS

CRIME STATISTICS MESA AZ ALSO DEMONSTRATE SEASONAL VARIATIONS, WITH SOME CRIMES INCREASING DURING SUMMER
MONTHS WHEN OUTDOOR ACTIVITY IS HIGHER. GEOGRAPHICALLY, CERTAIN NEIGHBORHOODS REPORT HIGHER CRIME RATES DUE TO
FACTORS SUCH AS POPULATION DENSITY AND SOCIOECONOMIC CONDITIONS. L AW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES USE THIS DATA TO
PRIORITIZE PATROLS AND COMMUNITY OUTREACH.

FACTORS INFLUENCING CRIME IN MESA

MULTIPLE FACTORS CONTRIBUTE TO THE CRIME RATES OBSERVED IN MESA. UUNDERSTANDING THESE VARIABLES AIDS IN
DEVELOPING EFFECTIVE PREVENTION AND INTERVENTION STRATEGIES.

SocloecoNoMIC FACTORS

ECONOMIC CONDITIONS SUCH AS UNEMPLOYMENT, POVERTY, AND INCOME INEQUALITY HAVE A DIRECT CORRELATION WITH CRIME
RATES. AREAS WITHIN MESA EXPERIENCING HIGHER POVERTY LEVELS OFTEN REPORT INCREASED PROPERTY CRIMES AND SOME
VIOLENT OFFENSES. EDUCATION AND EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITIES ALSO PLAY CRITICAL ROLES IN SHAPING CRIME DYNAMICS.

DEMOGRAPHIC INFLUENCES

MESA’S DIVERSE POPULATION INCLUDES A WIDE RANGE OF AGE GROUPS, ETHNIC BACKGROUNDS, AND CULTURAL COMMUNITIES.
YouTH POPULATIONS, IN PARTICULAR, CAN BE VULNERABLE TO INVOLVEMENT IN CRIMINAL ACTIVITY, EITHER AS PERPETRATORS
OR VICTIMS. COMMUNITY COHESION AND FAMILY STRUCTURES IMPACT THESE TRENDS SIGNIFICANTLY.

URBAN DEVELOPMENT AND ENVIRONMENT

URBAN DESIGN AND NEIGHBORHOOD CONDITIONS AFFECT CRIME RATES. POORLY LIT AREAS, ABANDONED PROPERTIES, AND LACK
OF RECREATIONAL FACILITIES MAY INCREASE THE LIKELIHOOD OF CRIMINAL BEHAVIOR. CONVERSELY/ WELL-MAINTAINED
NEIGHBORHOODS WITH ACTIVE COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT TEND TO EXHIBIT LOWER CRIME INCIDENCES.

LAW ENFORCEMENT AND CRIME PREVENTION EFFORTS

THE MesA PoLICE DEPARTMENT AND OTHER AGENCIES PLAY A PIVOTAL ROLE IN MANAGING CRIME RATES AND ENHANCING PUBLIC
SAFETY. CRIME STATISTICS MESA AZ REFLECT THE OUTCOMES OF VARIOUS LAW ENFORCEMENT INITIATIVES AND CRIME
PREVENTION PROGRAMS IMPLEMENTED IN THE CITY.

POLICING STRATEGIES

MESA EMPLOYS COMMUNITY POLICING, DATA-DRIVEN PATROL DEPLOYMENT, AND SPECIALIZED UNITS TARGETING GANG ACTIVITY,
DRUG TRAFFICKING, AND VIOLENT CRIME. THESE STRATEGIES AIM TO REDUCE CRIME THROUGH PROACTIVE ENGAGEMENT AND RAPID
RESPONSE.



TeCHNOLOGY AND CRIME ANALYSIS

ADVANCED TECHNOLOGIES SUCH AS CRIME MAPPING, SURVEILLANCE CAMERAS, AND PREDICTIVE ANALYTICS ASSIST MESA LAW
ENFORCEMENT IN IDENTIFYING HOTSPOTS AND ALLOCATING RESOURCES EFFICIENTLY. THESE TOOLS IMPROVE INVESTIGATIVE
CAPABILITIES AND CRIME DETERRENCE.

CoLLABORATION WITH OTHER AGENCIES

MESA COORDINATES WITH COUNTY, STATE, AND FEDERAL AGENCIES TO ADDRESS COMPLEX CRIME ISSUES, INCLUDING HUMAN
TRAFFICKING, CYBERCRIME, AND ORGANIZED CRIME. SUCH COLLABORATION ENHANCES OVERALL CRIME-FIGHTING EFFECTIVENESS.

COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT AND SAFETY PROGRAMS

COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION IS VITAL IN REDUCING CRIME AND ENHANCING SAFETY IN MESA. V ARIOUS PROGRAMS ENCOURAGE
RESIDENTS TO TAKE ACTIVE ROLES IN CRIME PREVENTION AND NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH EFFORTS.

NEIGHBORHOOD W ATCH AND RESIDENT ENGAGEMENT

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH GROUPS IN MESA FOSTER COMMUNICATION BETWEEN RESIDENTS AND POLICE, CREATING A NETWORK OF
VIGILANCE THAT DETERS CRIMINAL ACTIVITY. THESE GROUPS ORGANIZE MEETINGS, DISTRIBUTE CRIME PREVENTION TIPS, AND
REPORT SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITIES PROMPTLY.

YouTH OUTREACH AND EDUCATION

PROGRAMS TARGETING YOUTH AIM TO PREVENT DELINQUENCY BY PROVIDING MENTORSHIP, RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES, AND
EDUCATIONAL RESOURCES. THESE INITIATIVES HELP REDUCE JUVENILE CRIME RATES AND PROMOTE POSITIVE COMMUNITY
INVOLVEMENT.

PusLic AwWARENESS CAMPAIGNS

CITYWIDE CAMPAIGNS INFORM RESIDENTS ABOUT CRIME TRENDS, PERSONAL SAFETY MEASURES, AND REPORTING MECHANISMS.
