Question 3: Why do we dip the herbs twice on this
night?

During the Seder, the bitter herbs are dipped first in salt water and then in
charoset, a sweet mixture of apples, nuts, and wine. The salt water
symbolizes the tears shed by the Israelite slaves, while the charoset
represents the mortar used in their forced labor. This double dipping
reflects both sorrow and hope, capturing the dual nature of the Passover
story.

Question 4: Why do we recline on this night?

Reclining during the Seder meal is a symbol of freedom and relaxation,
contrasting with the posture of slavery. In ancient times, free people
reclined while eating, whereas slaves ate standing or sitting upright. This
question emphasizes the transformation from bondage to liberation that
Passover commemorates.
