From these, thirty-one have been
selected allowing us to hear the words of some outspoken Spanish women and the sometimes angry
men, speaking their minds in court about their spouses, lovers of their spouses, children, and
relatives, as well as their land, livestock and expected inheritance. The documents transcribed and
translated in this book are a small number of the existing documents held in Santa Fe at the Spanish
Archives of New Mexico, at the Bancroft Library at University of California, the Archivo General de
la Nacion in Mexico City, and elsewhere.
