OVERVIEW OF ILLINOIS ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION

[LLINOIS ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS PROVIDE NON-TRADITIONAL ROUTES FOR INDIVIDUALS TO BECOME
LICENSED TEACHERS. THESE PROGRAMS ARE TAILORED TO MEET THE NEEDS OF THOSE WHO HAVE NOT COMPLETED A
CONVENTIONAL TEACHER PREPARATION PROGRAM BUT POSSESS A BACHELOR'S DEGREE OR HIGHER IN ANOTHER FIELD. THE ILLINOIS
STATE Boarp oF EpucaTioN (ISBE) REGULATES THESE PATHWAYS TO ENSURE THAT CANDIDATES MEET THE STATE’S
STANDARDS FOR EDUCATOR EFFECTIVENESS AND STUDENT LEARNING. ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION IS PARTICULARLY RELEVANT
IN HIGH-DEMAND SUBJECT AREAS AND UNDERSERVED REGIONS, HELPING TO FILL GAPS IN THE TEACHING WORKFORCE. THE
PROGRAMS BLEND COURSEWORK, MENTORING, AND PRACTICAL CLASSROOM EXPERIENCE TO PREPARE CANDIDATES FOR EFFECTIVE
TEACHING ROLES.

PURPOSE AND IMPORTANCE

THE PRIMARY GOAL OF ILLINOIS ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION IS TO EXPAND THE POOL OF QUALIFIED TEACHERS BY

BACKGROUNDS AND EXPERIENCES INTO THE CLASSROOM.



REGULATORY FRAMEWORK

THe ISBE OVERSEES ALL CERTIFICATION PROCESSES IN |LLINOIS, INCLUDING ALTERNATIVE PATHWAYS. CANDIDATES MUST
COMPLY WITH STATE REQUIREMENTS RELATED TO ACADEMIC QUALIFICATIONS, TESTING, BACKGROUND CHECKS, AND
PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT. ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS MUST BE APPROVED BY THE ISBE TO ENSURE QUALITY
AND ALIGNMENT WITH EDUCATIONAL STANDARDS.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

TO QUALIFY FOR ILLINOIS ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION, CANDIDATES MUST MEET SPECIFIC ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
ESTABLISHED BY THE |LLINOIS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION. THESE REQUIREMENTS ENSURE THAT ALL CANDIDATES POSSESS THE
FOUNDATIONAL KNOWLEDGE AND SKILLS NECESSARY FOR SUCCESSFUL TEACHING.

ACADEMIC QUALIFICATIONS

CANDIDATES MUST HOLD AT LEAST A BACHELOR’S DEGREE FROM A REGIONALLY ACCREDITED INSTITUTION. THE DEGREE DOES NOT
NEED TO BE IN EDUCATION, BUT IT MUST MEET THE MINIMUM CREDIT HOUR REQUIREMENTS SPECIFIED BY THE STATE. SoME
PROGRAMS MAY REQUIRE COURSEWORK RELATED TO THE SUBJECT AREA OR GRADE LEVEL THE CANDIDATE INTENDS TO TEACH.

TESTING REQUIREMENTS

PROSPECTIVE TEACHERS MUST PASS THE ILLINOIS LICENSURE TESTING SYSTEM (ILTS) EXAMS. THESE TYPICALLY INCLUDE:
* Basic SkiLLs TesT (COVERING READING, WRITING, AND MATHEMATICS)
o CONTENT AREA TesT (SPECIFIC TO THE SUBJECT OR GRADE LEVEL)

® ASSESSMENT OF PROFESSIONAL TEACHING (FOR SOME CERTIFICATION AREAS)

THESE EXAMS ASSESS THE CANDIDATE’S READINESS TO ENTER THE CLASSROOM AND PROVIDE QUALITY INSTRUCTION.

BAckGROUND CHECkS AND OTHER CRITERIA

ALL APPLICANTS MUST UNDERGO A CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECK AS PART OF THE CERTIFICATION PROCESS. ADDITIONALLY,
CANDIDATES MAY NEED TO PROVIDE LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION, COMPLETE AN INTERVIEW , OR DEMONSTRATE PROFICIENCY IN
ENGLISH LANGUAGE SKILLS DEPENDING ON THE PROGRAM.

TyPes oF ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS IN ILLINOIS

[LLINOIS OFFERS SEVERAL PATHWAYS UNDER THE UMBRELLA OF ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION, EACH CATERING TO
DIFFERENT CANDIDATE PROFILES AND NEEDS. UNDERSTANDING THE OPTIONS HELPS CANDIDATES SELECT THE ROUTE THAT BEST
FITS THEIR CIRCUMSTANCES.

ReSIDENCY PROGRAMS

RESIDENCY PROGRAMS ALLOW CANDIDATES TO TEACH FULL-TIME UNDER THE SUPERVISION OF A MENTOR TEACHER WHILE
COMPLETING CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS. THESE PROGRAMS COMBINE ON-THE-JOB EXPERIENCE WITH COURSEWORK AND
PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT, ENABLING CANDIDATES TO EARN A TEACHING LICENSE UPON SUCCESSFUL COMPLETION.



PosT-BACCALAUREATE PROGRAMS

POST-BACCALAUREATE ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS ARE DESIGNED FOR INDIVIDUALS WHO ALREADY HAVE A
BACHELOR’S DEGREE AND WANT TO TRANSITION INTO TEACHING. THESE PROGRAMS TYPICALLY INCLUDE A COMBINATION OF
EVENING OR WEEKEND CLASSES, ONLINE COURSEWORK, AND STUDENT TEACHING EXPERIENCES.

TEACH FOR AMERICA AND SIMILAR INITIATIVES

PROGRAMS LIKE TEACH FOR AMERICA OFFER ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION ROUTES BY PLACING CANDIDATES IN HIGH-NEED
SCHOOLS. PARTICIPANTS RECEIVE TRAINING AND SUPPORT WHILE WORKING TOWARD STATE LICENSURE. T HESE INITIATIVES
FOCUS ON EDUCATIONAL EQUITY AND IMPROVING OUTCOMES IN UNDERSERVED COMMUNITIES.

UNIVERSITY-APPROVED ALTERNATIVE PROGRAMS

MANY ILLINOIS UNIVERSITIES OFFER STATE-APPROVED ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAMS THAT BLEND ACADEMIC
INSTRUCTION WITH PRACTICAL TEACHING EXPERIENCES. THESE PROGRAMS ARE TAILORED TO MEET ISBE STANDARDS AND
PROVIDE COMPREHENSIVE PREPARATION FOR NEW EDUCATORS.

APPLICATION AND ENROLLMENT PROCESS

THE PROCESS FOR ENROLLING IN AN ILLINOIS ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAM INVOLVES SEVERAL STEPS,
DESIGNED TO ENSURE CANDIDATES ARE QUALIFIED AND PREPARED FOR THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF TEACHING.

STATEMENT. SOME PROGRAMS MAY REQUIRE AN INTERVIEW OR ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTATION. MEETING DEADLINES AND
PROVIDING COMPLETE APPLICATION MATERIALS IS ESSENTIAL FOR SUCCESSFUL ADMISSION.

PROGRAM ENROLLMENT AND ORIENTATION

ONCE ACCEPTED, CANDIDATES ATTEND ORIENTATION SESSIONS TO UNDERSTAND PROGRAM EXPECTATIONS, CERTIFICATION
REQUIREMENTS, AND AV AILABLE RESOURCES. EARLY ENGAGEMENT WITH MENTORS AND INSTRUCTORS SUPPORTS A SMOOTH
TRANSITION INTO THE TEACHING PROFESSION.

TEACHING LICENSE AND ENDORSEMENTS

OBTAINING A TEACHING LICENSE IN |LLINOIS THROUGH ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION INVOLVES SEVERAL KEY COMPONENTS,
INCLUDING ENDORSEMENTS THAT SPECIFY THE SUBJECTS AND GRADE LEVELS A TEACHER IS AUTHORIZED TO INSTRUCT.



INITIAL EDUCATOR LICENSE

LICENSE. THIS LICENSE IS VALID FOR FOUR YEARS AND ALLOWS THE HOLDER TO TEACH IN ILLINOIS PUBLIC SCHOOLS UNDER
SUPERVISION.

ProrFessioNAL EDUCATOR LICENSE

AFTER GAINING TEACHING EXPERIENCE AND MEETING ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS, EDUCATORS CAN APPLY FOR A PROFESSIONAL
EbUCATOR LICENSEI WHICH OFFERS GREATER CAREER STABILITY AND OPPORTUNITIES FOR ADVANCEMENT.

ENDORSEMENTS AND SUBJECT AREAS

[LLINOIS LICENSES INCLUDE ENDORSEMENTS THAT SPECIFY TEACHING AREAS SUCH AS ELEMENTARY EDUCATION, SECONDARY
MATHEMATICS, SPECIAL EDUCATION, OR ENGLISH AS A SECOND L ANGUAGE (ESL) CANDIDATES MUST CHOOSE ENDORSEMENTS
ALIGNED WITH THEIR CERTIFICATION PROGRAM AND SUBJECT EXPERTISE.

How LONG DOES IT TAKE TO COMPLETE AN ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION IN

TEACHING LICENSE?

YES, AFTER COMPLETING THE ALTERNATIVE CERTIFICATION PROGRAM, FULFILLING TEACHING EXPERIENCE REQUIREMENTS, AND
PASSING ALL REQUIRED ASSESSMENTS, TEACHERS CAN APPLY FOR A PROFESSIONAL EDUCATOR LICENSE (PEL) IN ILLINOIS.
