COMPREHENSIVE EDUCATION. THESE PROGRAMS INCLUDE ADVANCED COURSEWORK IN ENGINE PERFORMANCE, ELECTRICAL SYSTEMS,
AND COMPUTERIZED DIAGNOSTICS, ALONGSIDE GENERAL EDUCATION CLASSES TO ENHANCE COMMUNICATION AND PROBLEM=
SOLVING SKILLS.

SERVICE EXCELLENCE (ASE), WHICH PROVIDES CREDENTIALS IN VARIOUS SPECIALTY AREAS.

ASE CERTIFICATION

ASE CERTIFICATION REQUIRES CANDIDATES TO PASS STANDARDIZED EXAMS AND DEMONSTRATE RELEVANT WORK EXPERIENCE.
CERTIFICATIONS ARE AVAILABLE IN CATEGORIES SUCH AS BRAKES, ENGINE REPAIR, ELECTRICAL SYSTEMS, AND HEATING AND AIR
CONDITIONING, AMONG OTHERS. MICHIGAN EMPLOYERS HIGHLY VALUE ASE-CERTIFIED MECHANICS, OFTEN MAKING CERTIFICATION
A PREREQUISITE FOR ADVANCED POSITIONS.

STATE LICENSING

W/HILE MICHIGAN DOES NOT REQUIRE A SPECIFIC STATE LICENSE FOR AUTOMOTIVE MECHANICS, CERTAIN SPECIALIZED FIELDS SUCH
AS EMISSIONS REPAIR MAY HAVE REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS. STAYING INFORMED ABOUT STATE REGULATIONS AND INDUSTRY
STANDARDS IS ESSENTIAL FOR MAINTAINING COMPLIANCE AND PROFESSIONAL CREDIBILITY.
