In it,
instead of the Spanish, a strong imperial (or rather Austrian) dominance was established, which



between various vicissitudes and the Napoleonic parenthesis, characterised Italian history for the
next 150 years. Fiorentin also extends his research to the events that occurred after the battle and
their consequences on the course of the war, which leaves us looking forward to his further studies
on this period.
