third-year football coach Sherm Blaser walked into his first team meeting for the upcoming season
he asked the team what their team goal should be for the upcoming season. The first hand that went
up was that of senior defensive lineman Benten Hall, who suggested a winning season would be an
appropriate team goal. A winning season might not seem like a lofty goal, but it is certainly a
practical one. The previous year the Kavemen did go 5-4 but finished sixth in conference play and
did not make the playoffs.
