FLAVORFUL OR FULL OF TASTE. HOWEVER, DEPENDING ON THE CONTEXT, OTHER WORDS SUCH AS “saporiTo” or “DELIZIOSO”
MIGHT BE MORE APPROPRIATE. RECOGNIZING THESE SUBTLE DIFFERENCES HELPS IN ACCURATELY COMMUNICATING THE QUALITY OF
FOOD.
