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ORIGINS AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE W/ INCHESTER MODEL 63

THE WINCHESTER MODEL 63 HISTORY BEGINS IN THE LATE 1930S AS A RESPONSE TO THE GROWING DEMAND FOR A RELIABLE,
SMOOTH-CYCLING RIMFIRE RIFLE SUITABLE FOR BOTH HUNTING AND TARGET SHOOTING. W/ INCHESTER REPEATING ARMS COMPANY
DESIGNED THE MODEL 63 TO IMPROVE UPON EARLIER MODELS, PARTICULARLY THE W/ INCHESTER MODEL 6 1. INTRODUCED IN
1933, THE MoDEL 6 1 WAS A POPULAR PUMP-ACTION RIMFIRE RIFLE, BUT IT HAD CERTAIN LIMITATIONS IN TERMS OF
MANUFACTURING EFFICIENCY AND OPERATIONAL SMOOTHNESS.

To ADDRESS THESE ISSUES, W/ INCHESTER ENGINEERS EMBARKED ON CREATING A NEW RIFLE THAT RETAINED THE PUMP-ACTION
MECHANISM WHILE INCORPORATING DESIGN MODIFICATIONS TO ENHANCE PERFORMANCE AND EASE OF PRODUCTION. THE RESULT
WAS THE WINCHESTER MODEL 63, UNVEILED IN 1933 AND PRODUCED UNTIL 1958. THE NEW RIFLE WAS CHAMBERED IN .22
CALIBER AND OFFERED A RANGE OF OPTIONS TO SUIT DIFFERENT SHOOTERS' NEEDS.

CONTEXT WITHIN WINCHESTER’S RIMFIRE LINEUP

THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE MODEL 63 OCCURRED DURING A PERIOD WHEN RIMFIRE RIFLES WERE EXTREMELY POPULAR FOR SMALL
GAME HUNTING AND PLINKING. W/INCHESTER SOUGHT TO MAINTAIN ITS MARKET POSITION AGAINST COMPETITORS BY OFFERING A
RIFLE THAT COMBINED INNOVATION WITH FAMILIAR FUNCTIONALITY. THE MODEL 63 FIT NEATLY BETWEEN THE SINGLE-SHOT
MobpEeL 60 AND THE SEMI-AUTOMATIC MODEL ()2, PROVIDING A PUMP~-ACTION ALTERNATIVE WITH IMPROVED ERGONOMICS.

DesIGN FEATURES AND TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

THE WINCHESTER MODEL 63 HISTORY IS MARKED BY ITS DISTINCTIVE DESIGN FEATURES THAT CONTRIBUTED TO ITS REPUTATION
FOR RELIABILITY AND SMOOTH OPERATION. THE RIFLE UTILIZED A PUMP-ACTION (SLIDE-ACTION) MECHANISM, WHICH WAS
FAVORED BY MANY SHOOTERS FOR ITS QUICK CYCLING AND EASE OF USE. THE MODEL 63 WAS CHAMBERED PRIMARILY FOR THE
.22 LoNG RIFLE CARTRIDGE, THOUGH VARIANTS WERE AVAILABLE FOR .22 SHORT AND .22 LONG AS WELL.

MAKING IT POPULAR AMONG HUNTERS AND YOUTH SHOOTERS ALIKE.

OPERATING MECHANISM

THE PUMP-ACTION OF THE MODEL 63 OPERATES BY SLIDING THE FOREARM BACK AND FORTH TO EJECT SPENT CARTRIDGES AND
CHAMBER NEW ROUNDS. THIS MECHANISM ALLOWED FOR RAPID FOLLOW-UP SHOTS WHILE MAINTAINING CONTROL AND
ACCURACY. THE RIFLE’S BOLT DESIGN INCLUDED A LOCKING MECHANISM THAT ENSURED SAFETY AND SOLID LOCK-UP DURING
FIRING.

ProbUCTION HISTORY AND V ARIATIONS

THE PRODUCTION SPAN OF THE W/ INCHESTER MODEL 63 LASTED FROM 1933 To 1958, DURING WHICH TIME SEVERAL
VARIATIONS AND IMPROVEMENTS WERE INTRODUCED. THE RIFLE WAS MANUFACTURED AT THE W/ INCHESTER PLANT IN NEW
HavEN, CONNECTICUT, AND LATER AT THE NEw HAVEN FACTORY AFTER W/ W/ II. THE TOTAL NUMBER OF MODEL 63 RIFLES
PRODUCED IS ESTIMATED TO BE AROUND 390,000 uNITs.

EARLY Vvs. LATE PrODUCTION MODELS

EARLY PRODUCTION MODELS FEATURED A ONE-PIECE WALNUT STOCK AND A BLUED STEEL FINISH. OVER TIME, W/ INCHESTER MADE
INCREMENTAL IMPROVEMENTS TO THE RIFLE, INCLUDING CHANGES IN THE BOLT DESIGN AND RECEIVER CASTING TO STREAMLINE
MANUFACTURING. LATE PRODUCTION MODELS OFTEN INCORPORATED SIMPLER MACHINING TECHNIQUES AND SLIGHT COSMETIC
DIFFERENCES.
