File Manipulation

Windows command prompt provides several commands for handling files without opening a graphical file
explorer.

copy: Copies one or more files to another location. Example: copy file.txt D:\Backup\

move: Moves files or renames them. Example: move file.txt D:\Documents\

del or erase: Deletes one or more files. Use with caution as deleted files are not recoverable from Recycle
Bin through this command.

ren: Renames a file or folder. Example: ren oldname.txt newname.txt

Directory Operations

Commands to create, remove, and explore directories enhance file system organization.

mkdir or md: Creates a new directory. Example: mkdir NewFolder

rmdir or rd: Removes an empty directory. To remove directories with contents, use rmdir /s.

tree: Displays the directory structure in a tree format, which is useful for visualizing folder hierarchies.

System Information and Diagnostics Commands

Windows command line offers various tools to retrieve detailed system information and run diagnostics to
troubleshoot performance or hardware issues.

System Information Retrieval

These commands provide comprehensive details about the operating system, hardware components, and system
configuration.



systeminfo: Displays detailed system configuration including OS version, memory, and network
information.

tasklist: Lists all running processes with their process IDs and memory usage.

driverquery: Shows installed device drivers and their properties.
