Step-by-Step Guide to Wiring a 4 Way Light
Switch

At the final switch box, connect the traveler wires from the 4-way switch to
the traveler terminals on the second 3-way switch. Connect the load wire
leading to the light fixture to the common terminal. Attach the ground wire
as well.

Step 6: Complete Neutral and Ground Connections

Make sure the neutral wires from the power source and the light fixture are
connected together with wire nuts in the switch boxes where applicable.
Ground wires must be connected to all switch grounding terminals and metal
boxes if used.

Step 7: Test the Circuit

Restore power at the breaker panel and test the operation of the switches.
Each switch should be able to turn the light on or off regardless of the
positions of the other switches.

Common Wiring Configurations and Diagrams

Several wiring configurations exist based on the physical layout and power
source location. Understanding common diagrams helps ensure correct
installation.

Power at First 3 Way Switch

This configuration places the incoming power line at the first 3-way switch.
The wiring sequence is:

1. Power line enters first 3-way switch box.

4. Load wire runs from second 3-way switch to the light fixture.
