and light fixture, and connect traveler terminals between switches using
red and black wires.

For four-way switches: connect traveler wires between the two three-way3.
switches and the four-way switch in between.

Step 5: Connect Neutral Wires

Join all neutral (white) wires from the power source and light fixtures
together with a wire nut. Note that switch terminals typically do not connect
directly to neutral wires unless using smart switches or specific
configurations.



Step 6: Secure Switches and Install Faceplates

Carefully place the wired switches into the electrical boxes, ensuring no
wires are pinched or loose. Screw the switches into place and attach the
corresponding faceplates.

Step 7: Restore Power and Test

Turn the circuit breaker back on and test each switch to verify proper
operation of all controlled lights. Check that each switch independently
turns its assigned light on or off and multi-location controls function
correctly.

Safety Precautions and Electrical Codes
