Understanding Tone Pots

The tone pot is a variable resistor used in electric guitars to control the tone by adjusting the treble
frequencies. It works in conjunction with a capacitor to create a low-pass filter, which cuts high
frequencies from the signal when the pot is turned. This results in a warmer, mellower sound as the
tone knob is rolled down.
