Carefully fold the wires back into the electrical box, ensuring no insulation
is pinched or damaged. Mount the outlet securely to the box with mounting



screws, making sure it is flush with the wall surface.

Step 4: Install the Cover Plate
Attach the cover plate over the outlet to protect the wiring and provide a
finished appearance. Use screws to secure the plate without overtightening,
which could crack the plastic.

Testing and Troubleshooting
Once wiring a 120 outlet is complete, testing verifies correct installation
and identifies any issues that require correction.

Using a Voltage Tester
Turn the power back on at the circuit breaker and use a voltage tester or
multimeter to check for proper voltage between the hot and neutral terminals.
A reading close to 120 volts indicates a correct connection.

If no voltage or incorrect readings occur, verify the breaker is switched on
and that all wire connections are tight and correctly placed. Inspect for
damaged wires or faulty outlets and replace components if necessary.
