THE HOT PRONG DELIVERS 120
voLTs AC, THE NEUTRAL PRONG COMPLETES THE CIRCUIT, AND THE GROUND PRONG ENSURES SAFETY BY PREVENTING
ELECTRICAL SHOCKS. THIS SPECIFIC CONFIGURATION IS DISTINCT FROM OTHER RV PLUGS, SUCH AS 50 AMP PLUGS, AND
REQUIRES PROPER WIRING TO MATCH THE PLUG’S DESIGN.

ELecTrICAL LoAD CONSIDERATIONS

CHOOSING THE RIGHT CIRCUIT BREAKER AND WIRE GAUGE IS FUNDAMENTAL TO A SAFE AND EFFICIENT WIRING INSTALLATION. THE
BREAKER PROTECTS THE WIRING FROM OVERLOADS AND SHORT CIRCUITS, WHILE THE WIRE GAUGE DETERMINES THE CURRENT -
CARRYING CAPACITY AND REDUCES VOLTAGE DROP. COMPLIANCE WITH ELECTRICAL CODES AND MANUFACTURER
RECOMMENDATIONS IS NECESSARY FOR A RELIABLE SETUP.

CIRCUIT BREAKER SPECIFICATIONS

For A 30 AMP RV PLUG, 10-GAUGE COPPER WIRE IS TYPICALLY RECOMMENDED. THIS GAUGE SUPPORTS THE CURRENT
CAPACITY WHILE MINIMIZING VOLTAGE DROP, ESPECIALLY FOR DISTANCES UP TO 50 FEET. FOR LONGER DISTANCES, UPSIZING TO

STeP 1: TUrRN OFF MAIN POWER

WIRE TO THE NEUTRAL TERMINAL, AND THE GROUND WIRE TO THE GROUND TERMINAL. ENSURE THE WIRES ARE FIRMLY ATTACHED
AND THE PLUG IS PROPERLY ASSEMBLED.

STEP 6: TEST THE INSTALLATION

RESTORE POWER AT THE BREAKER BOX AND USE A VOLTAGE TESTER OR MULTIMETER TO VERIFY CORRECT VOLTAGE AT THE RV
PLUG. CONFIRM PROPER GROUNDING AND CHECK FOR ANY LOOSE CONNECTIONS OR FAULTS.

SAFETY PRecAUTIONS AND ELECTRICAL CODES

ADHERING TO SAFETY GUIDELINES AND LOCAL ELECTRICAL CODES IS MANDATORY WHEN WIRING A 30 AMP RV PLUG TO A
BREAKER BOX. THIS ENSURES THE INSTALLATION IS SAFE, RELIABLE, AND LEGALLY COMPLIANT.

(GROUNDING AND BONDING

PROPER GROUNDING IS VITAL FOR SAFETY. THE GROUND WIRE MUST BE CONNECTED TO THE GROUNDING BUS BAR IN THE BREAKER
BOX AND THE RV PLUG’S GROUND TERMINAL. THIS PREVENTS ELECTRICAL SHOCKS AND PROTECTS EQUIPMENT FROM FAULTS.
BONDING METAL ENCLOSURES AND CONDUIT MAY ALSO BE REQUIRED.

PROFESSIONAL INSPECTION

AFTER COMPLETING THE WIRING, IT IS ADVISABLE TO HAVE THE INSTALLATION INSPECTED BY A LICENSED ELECTRICIAN OR LOCAL

CORROSION.

YES, IT IS ESSENTIAL TO HAVE A DEDICATED CIRCUIT FOR THE 30 AMP RV PLUG TO PREVENT OVERLOADING AND ENSURE SAFE
OPERATION OF THE RV'S ELECTRICAL SYSTEM.
