Understanding GFCI and Its Functionality

Ground Fault Circuit Interrupters (GFCIs) are specialized electrical devices designed to
protect people from electric shock by quickly cutting off power when a ground fault is
detected.

Under normal operation, these currents are equal. When a ground fault occurs, some
current diverts to the ground, creating an imbalance. The GFCI detects this and trips the
circuit to stop electricity flow, significantly reducing the risk of injury or fire.
