Step 5: Install Switch and Cover Plate

Carefully push the wires back into the electrical box and mount the switch using the provided screws.
Attach the faceplate cover to complete the installation.

Step 6: Restore Power and Test

Turn the circuit breaker back on and test the switch functionality. The light should turn on and off
without flickering or delay.

Safety Precautions When Wiring a 1 Way Switch

Always Turn Off Power

Switch Feels Warm

A warm switch can signal excessive current or poor connections. Check the circuit load and wiring
quality. Replace the switch if overheating persists.
